This memo is to establish timelines to ensure the passage of curriculum proposals in a timely manner. For a fair and accurate review of proposals, we request that all proposals be in committee members’ hands no later than Friday afternoon before our Wednesday meetings. The committee will review proposals in the order in which they are received. 
If proposals must be reviewed before the end of the fall semester, our committee should receive proposals no later than November 24th. The CCRC will guarantee a fall review for all proposals received by that date. 

The CCRC is neither the first nor the last step in the curriculum process. Proposals must be approved by departmental committees/chairs, school/division committees, and the dean before they are reviewed by the CCRC. After CCRC approval, all proposals must be reviewed by the Provost. Proposals intended for teacher education programs are reviewed by the TEC Curriculum Review Committee before going to the Provost. The Provost may forward certain changes to Albany for SUNY System and/or State Department of Education approval. If you are planning curriculum changes, it would be useful to develop a timeline in consultation with your associate dean and/or the Associate Provost for Curriculum.
