You will be going to Camp Huntington on Raquette Lake in the center of the Adirondack Park. Camp Huntington, also known as Huntington Memorial Camp, is one of 4 outdoor education centers run by SUNY Cortland. Located on Raquette Lake’s Long Point (a road-less peninsula), the site is only accessible by boat in the summer and by an ice road in the winter. Living Arrangements:

Students will be staying in one of the 4 dormitories located at Camp Huntington. Dormitories have single bunk beds with bathrooms and individual shower stalls. One wool blanket and a pillow are provided for students; however, students are encouraged to bring additional bedding. There is heat in the facilities if needed. Students and faculty are responsible for cleaning up the facilities that we use. Please work to keep them as clean as possible as they are used. Meals are served family style, so choices are limited. There is a salad bar available at lunch and dinner hours. We will serve our meals, bus our tables, load the dishwasher, clean the floors and tables and set up for the next meal. Each student has been assigned a mealtime to assist in those tasks. Mealtimes will be used for head counts, announcements, and discussion, so attendance at meals (even if students don’t feel like eating) is mandatory (Yes, this includes breakfast). There is wireless Internet access at Camp Huntington and you will be able to use some of the laptops to write email letters and “IM” during your ‘down time’. Cell phones rarely work at this location.

Time Schedule:


Departure is scheduled for Monday, September 18, 2006 at 7:15 AM from the Rt. 281 (West Road) parking lot. Since this is the departure time, please arrive by 7:00 AM so we can do a head count. We anticipate leaving Camp Huntington on Wednesday, September 20, 2006 and returning to Cortland on Wednesday, September 20, 2006 by 4:00 PM.

Things to bring:

· Sheets, blankets (or a sleeping bag for indoor use) and a pillow.
